NEW THIS YEAR… 

 NO MORE Platinum Division 
o As before, Gold Division teams WILL be allowed to have up to TWO (2) Master Players on their 

roster, however… 
 These two players MAY play in the same rounds of any match. 
 If a team plays TWO (2) Master Players in the same game/round they will be required to 

‘spot’ their opponent 10 points towards the MATCH TOTAL. 
 If a team has TWO (2) Master Players on their roster but DO NOT play them together in 

the same match, they will play the opponent on a ‘heads-up’ basis. 
 Gold Division teams will represent a smaller sampling of their total league (see example 

provided later in information). 
 No scotch doubles or juniors this year….we are focusing all our efforts on having the very best main 

events for this special year. 
 Special 15th ANNIVERSARY Daily Prizes will be awarded.

• ONLINE REGISTRATION (payment made by mail) can be found at:  WWW.VNEAMVP.COM 
• Livestream broadcasting will take place all day, each day for our viewers at home.  *All late round 

matches will be livestream broadcast with no omissions for player’s preference.* 
• Electronic tournament boards – see tournament updates in ‘live’ time and from your cell phone! 
• Again this year we will be using the CompuSport software all events will incur an administrative fee - 

$10.00/pp singles events (discount for 2-event registration); $25/team events 
• Most competition tables in one, large tournament room!  
• Large vendor and exhibition area  
• Reasonable room rates / Great location / Numerous restaurant choices nearby 

 
Come in early!!  Enjoy and mingle with bar bingo FRIDAY NIGHT!  
  
Here’s a reminder of tournament details…  
  

• Every team/singles player MUST SUBMIT THEIR OWN LEAGUE DOCUMENTATION / 
STATISTICS showing the player’s minimum qualifying 6 weeks of play with their leagues.  
**PLAYERS must submit their LEAGUE STATISTICS and FULL payment to be entered into the 
event**  

• **NO REFUNDS OR ROSTER CHANGES (after check-in) WILL BE ALLOWED AT   
TOURNAMENT LOCATION (hint: Make allowances for any “questionable” players on your roster)**  



• Men’s 8-ball and 9-ball singles will be divided into an “A” bracket (approx. avgs > 8) and “B” bracket 
(approx. avgs < 8).  Rounding will be used and “cusp” players may be placed based on known ability.  
Men’s races will still be 5 (Master) – 4 (Open)  

• Women’s singles will be races to 4 (Master) – 3 (Open) and will be played in one bracket. 
 
Team play:  

o ALL TEAMS must have 3 original players and 3 original team members must play in 
each round.  The remainder of the team members MUST be from within the same 
charter/league (your attached stats must support player’s eligibility).  

o NO MEN MASTER PLAYERS may play on a team competing in the ‘BRONZE’ or 

‘SILVER’ divisions.  A WOMAN MASTER player MAY compete on a Silver Division 

team. 

o UP TO TWO MASTER PLAYERS may be on a team competing in the ‘GOLD’ division.  

If BOTH Master Players play in the same match their team will ‘spot’ the opposing team 

10 TOTAL POINTS. 

o No spot points will be given up in a typical team match.  The one exception to this rule is 

the occasion of a Gold Division team with 2 Master Players playing in the same match as 

described previously. 

o With the new restructuring of the Gold teams the GOLD Division will be a new, smaller 

cut/representation of their leagues’ total teams.  BRONZE DIVISION will still be a 

smaller cut/representation of each leagues’ total teams too.  The ‘Silver’ division will be 

the largest portion of each leagues’ total teams.  See the NEW Sampling Examples: 

 Example 1:  Total league teams = 30; 5 Gold / 15 Silver / 10 Bronze  
 Example 2:  Total league teams = 20; 3 Gold / 10 Silver / 7 Bronze 

Teams winning a prior year’s WCCF team division will be upgraded one division if playing 
with three (3) or more returning players.  

*We will continue to look very closely at team rosters and we will exercise sound judgment as well as speak 
with league operators in positioning teams that might be incorrectly situated in your league’s standings or on the 
“border”.  (Hint, hint…  “sand-bagging” in your league to try to ‘position’ your team may only cost you money 
in your league!)    
  

All tournament entries must be PAID-IN-FULL at the time of registration – NO “CALL-IN” REGISTRATIONS 
WILL BE ACCEPTED.  
  
We will continue to provide at the tournament:   

• Pool tables that will use tokens which will be available through a vending machine, on-site.  
• Professional-quality 7’ Diamond Smart Tables  
• Cue repairs and sales vendors (vendor space available - $50/day.  Call Kathy King for information)  
• Cue raffles: 2 – Friday & 2 - Saturday  

  
You will find your tournament registration (including Master players list – review for your player’s 
qualifications) attached.  We will begin taking registrations February 1st, 2019 and will accommodate players on 
a “first-come, first-served” basis for entry availability.
